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The Church commends you for seeking baptism for your
child or for yourself. Baptism is an ancient and blessed
sign of the grace of God and our belonging in Christ. The
following guidelines are provided to assist you and to make
for a truly meaningful celebration.

1. Baptisms should be scheduled with the pastor
through the church office (Office hours: Tuesday,
Wednesday and Friday 9a.m.-1p.m.).

2. You will be expected to meet with the pastor to make
the necessary plans and to learn more about the sac-
rament. A copy of the booklet What United Method-
ists Should Know About Baptism will be given to you at
that time.

3. Baptisms are normally scheduled for Sunday during
the 10:45 a.m. Worship Service.

4. With the exception of medical emergencies, baptisms
are not normally held outside of the church.

5. You are not required to be a member of this church.
However, to nurture your child in the faith should
mean that you are planning to become closer to the
church, and seeking the help of the church in this
great responsibility. The pastor will be happy to speak
with you concerning the steps into church member-
ship.

Parents carry the primary responsibility for the nurture of
their children spiritually, as in other ways. The United
Methodist Church does not require the naming of god
parents. However, if it is your wish to have other persons
stand with you, that is acceptable. They may be mem
bers of any branch of the Christian faith. Older brothers
and sisters are also welcome to stand with you if they are
able to do so with reverence and meaning.

Parents and godparents will answer the questions printed
on page 4, or similar ones. These questions help us

a. To Reaffirm our own faith.

b. To Promise to nurture our children in that faith.

c. To Accept the church as our partner in doing this.
Because of the sacred nature of Christian worship, we
ask that extreme discretion be used if taking photo
graphs during the service. The photographer should
never be a distraction during the service. Please inform

friends and relatives of this policy. You are very welcome
to take photos following the service.

Parents and godparents are asked to come to the pastor’s
office about 10 minutes before the start of the service.
The Baptism Certificate will be given to you at that time.

There is no fee for Baptisms. We are happy to do this
for you.

We will surround these persons with a community of love and forgiveness
that they may grow in their service to others.

We will pray for them that they may be true disciples who walk in the way
that leads to life.
